Mon
Intro. text and recap on features of non-fiction texts studied last week which we would expect to find. Revise use of contents page and use paired talk to generate questions ch. think may be answered in a particular section. Record these questions and focus on 2 or 3 to locate answers to. Select possible location using contents page and read info .as a class. Is question answered? Do sub-headings direct us to where the info may be answered quicker?


GUIDED READING:

In reading of guided non-fiction text/extract focus on collecting and defining new words using secondary sources (eg; dictionaries).
Work in pairs using info. passage (preferably laid out in similar style to shared text with headings and sub-headings), and pre-prepared questions. Locate and answer questions using text and annotate where in text relevant info was located.
Target ch. to read out a question they answered and where/how they did this? Did anybody refer to sub-headings as a quicker guide to locating the info.?

Tues
Use section 1 (Clouds) to read as a class and discuss. What are the main points made in this opening section? In pairs direct ch. to diff. paragraphs of this section to decide on the main point(s), emphasising need not to simply re-iterate the text. Teacher models how he/she would pull out main point(s) from the first paragraph of the section and record this. Teacher scribes using ch’s ideas of main points for rest of the first section.



Work in pairs to read section from an information book. Annotate onto text if appropriate and write down 3 key points being made.
What were the 3 main points in your text? How did you decide on these? How would your info. be effected if these had not been included in the original text?

Weds
What are some of new words that have arisen from reading of text so far (specifically linked with weather)? What would we expect to use in an info. bk. to help us understanding meanings of these? (Discuss purpose/place/use of glossary). This bk. has no glossary so how else can we access meaning? (Use of dictionary, other weather resource book, deduce from text itself). Which words do you think need a definition? Begin to brainstorm and list.

Teacher demo. using dictionary and/or alternative research resource to gather info. and write simple definition of one of these words.



Paired work to list words they think need to be included in glossary for this section of the book.

Begin to use dictionaries/secondary sources to gather info. to write simple definitions for these words.
Review words ch. have chosen to be included in glossary. Are all of these key words or new vocabulary? Alert to danger of ‘overloading’ glossary and need to leave some word meanings to be deduced from text itself.

Thurs
Choosing one specific area from book, demo. how to use cd-rom or internet links to research that area further. Use key words related to that area to try and find out more (eg searching ‘clouds’ using ‘cumulus’). How could this info be used in helping to write a more indepth report on one area? If opportunity allows EITHER let ch. use keywords to search OR print off particular page and use to annotate and select key points.



Continue work in pairs on defining new words from reading using secondary sources and arranging into glossary format.
Ref. back to original text and model how to use one of glossaries produced to refer to when reading. How does this help the reader? Is the glossary clear and succinct?

Fri
Using a pre-prepared grid, fill in 3 or 4 main points learnt about the book (using the main headings from the text as indicators for organising the info. in the grid).

Teacher demo. for first area, drawing attention of recording in note form/key words, followed by Teacher scribing for next area and Supported Composition for following area.



Continue working in pairs to complete each area of the grid.
Target pairs to feedback key points for each area. Is there agreement that these are main pts. of info.?
