Mon
Read extract and recap on last weeks work about drawing out main points of text. Teacher scribing to identify main points of text through annotating text. List and re-read these main points. Do they convey the main ideas of the text. Edit and review together. Are these the vital  information? Would a reader gain sufficient understanding from these points? Judge success of the notes/key points made against these criteria.
GUIDED READING:

Use of differentiated non-fiction extracts with reading focus driven by targets. Identify main points of text/extract.
Work in pairs to read an extract from information text (linked to other curriculum areas currently being studied). Annotate text and write up 4/5 key points which convey the main points of information for the reader.
Target one/two pairs to read out key points. Do children feel they have an understanding of the topic being reported on? Ask same children to read out the full extract. How does this compare for the ‘listeners’ with the key points reported? Are they the most vital points of info?



Tues
Brainstorming areas of a topic currently being studied (e.g plants and growth in science). List in key points all information children currently have about this topic (teacher scribing). Select some of these key points. What else would you like to find out about these key points? (e.g. Point listed: some plants have flowers and some don’t…..What we want to find out: which plants/why/are these located in particular areas etc…). How would you go about locating this info? Refer and list secondary sources which could be used. 



Work in pairs to choose one of key points from whole class brainstorm and list further questions which children wish to research/answer linked to these. Begin to list possible resources to help research these (specific book titles etc..)
Examine some of questions ch. have generated to try and research. Will these give relevant info. to the topic? Do they seem ‘viable’? (is the info. likely to be found?).

Weds
Using some of the further research questions generated yesterday, teacher modelling of how to use a range of resources (further related info. texts, dictionaries, glossaries) to gather information to answer this question(s) and recording key points which are relevant to answering the question in a grid. Teacher to demo. using contents/index/headings/sub-headings/page numbers/bibliographies where relevant. Recap on the process used to gather this information.



Children to work in same pairs as Tuesday, using research techniques modelled in whole class session, to gather information to answer questions generated on Tuesday and record in grid.
How successful has research been in answering your questions? What is helping you in locating relevant information quickly and efficiently?

Thurs
Drawing together points from grid yesterday. Refer back to the questions generated, the information we gathered in whole class session and draw these together in formulating answers. Encourage children to look at the key points we found in research, consider the original question and use paired discussion to generate an answer in full sentences to the original question. Feedback and teacher scribe an answer in full sentence(s).  Reflect on process. Have we answered our question(s) successfully? 



Continue to work in same pairs and use info. recorded from research in grid to form full sentence answers to original questions and record these.
Select pairs to report question(s) generated for research, the process they followed and the full answers they have thus formulated from their research.

Fri
Formulating as class checklist of how to research a topic. What are the processes we worked through? In which order? How could we make a simple but effective checklist for others to use? Teacher demo. beg. of checklist. Paired discussion of further points to be included. Teacher as scribe. Review these together. Are they in most effective order? Edit and review, making any necessary changes together. Display for future use in research work

.

Working in pairs to make a checklist/information poster for another class about taking notes/recording main points from an information text. What does checklist need to make clear? In which sequence?
Select 2 or 3 pairs to present their checklists. Would you be clear from these how to go about taking notes from a text. Edit and review together.
