Mon
Read and discuss content of simple non-chronological report linked to topic currently under study in class. What are main points of the report and how have these been divided into ‘chunks’ (using new paragraphs for new points of information). Text mark to make this clear to children.
‘Challenge’ activity (page 44 Grammar for Writing).

Creating the shortest possible sentences using a subject and a verb.

Moving in to ‘Expansion’ (page 44) to demo. how one short sentence can be gradually expanded.
GUIDED WRITING:

Edit and review work from last week with one focus group.
Children to work in pairs using a starter ‘simple’ sentence and adding in further info. to create a range of ‘expanded sentences’ based on original starter sentence.
Use one starter sentence and challenge each pair to create as many ‘expansions’ as possible in 2 minutes. Feedback.

Tues
‘Complete’ activity (page 44 Grammar For Writing). 


Discuss knowledge children currently have about an information topic currently being studied in class. Plan the content of a non-chronological report about this topic using a planning frame. Agree the content of each paragraph making notes on frame to record these in bullet points.
As in independent sessions with focus on key points and children’s targets.
Children work individually to complete planners for own non-chronological report based on model in shared session. (EITHER linked to same topic area or another currently being studied in class about which children have an established/extensive knowledge).
Discuss ideas included in planners. Has information been ‘chunked’ so that it will form relevant paragraphs? Are notes recorded the KEY POINTS which will be included?

Weds
‘Cloze’ activity (Page 44 Grammar for Writing).
Teacher demo. writing opening of first para. (with focus on why you are using specific words and particular constructions). Reread and edit as necessary. Close modelling of how notes from planning sheet have been used to turn into sentences. Teacher scribe next 2 sentences of paragraph. (focus: keeping to subject matter, using notes to inform and clear demarcating of sentences).

Children work individually on opening paragraph using completed planners.
Target 2 or 3 children to read opening paragraph. Is it a clear intro. to the report? Share ideas for edit/review together.

Thurs
‘Consequences’ activity (page 44 Grammar For Writing).


Reread first para. Completed y/day. Teacher as scribe for paragraph 2. Teacher demo. opening of para. 3 with supported composition using whiteboards to complete para. 3. Review some of the supported comp. and add most appropriate to complete para.3.

Children continue to work from planners on own non-chronological reports.

No plenary to allow extended time for writing.

Fri
‘Construct’ activity (Grammar For Writing Page 44).


Using a mixture of teacher demo. , teacher scribing and supported composition to write completed paragraph.

Edit and review completed report with particular focus on sustained style and correct punctuation.

Children work individually to complete reports.

Review and edit.
Work with a partner to compare reports and help complete review/edit.
