Mon
Refer back to last weeks non-chronological reports written and way in which teacher modelled organisation of paragraphs. Intro. activity on Page 50 (Grammar For Writing) – a non-chron. Report about Indian Elephants. Sort the separate sentences as directed by the children, using paired discussion and feedback as to how they think these should be sorted and why. After sorting give each box a ‘summative’ title. How will this help us in organising our writing? Intro. notion of ‘one paragraph per box’.


GUIDED WRITING:

Edit and review reports written last week. Focus driven by children’s targets.
Working in pairs, ask children to sort sets of sentences provided into ‘sets’ and give each of these a ‘summative’ title which will help to organise writing.
Feedback to another pairs about what your statements were/how you decided to sort them/the ‘summative’ title given to each set.

Tues
Establishing a purpose and audience for writing: Discuss a relevant topic/issue about which children already have a lot of knowledge. Teacher demo. with something they know a lot about and demo. how to note down anything he/she can think of related to that topic. Invite children to discuss then feedback about how this info. could be best sorted into ‘boxes’ – including which info. isn’t really relevant for inclusion. Paired discussion and feedback for possible titles for boxes. Select most appro., giving reasons, teacher scribe these.



Children work in pairs to brainstorm a relevant, agreed topic, sort into ‘boxes’ and title as modelled in shared session.
Target 1 or 2 pairs to outline topic they have chosen/why/info. collected/how sorted. Can others think of anything to add/edit to these?

Weds
Refer to the ‘boxes’ completed yesterday and discuss with children how these can be used as a plan for writing. Link to last weeks work about using notes to form continuous paragraphs of information. Use mixture of teacher demo. and teacher scribing to write opening paragraph of report. Reread/edit. Teacher demo. for last para. followed by supported composition to complete. Edit/Review.



Children work in pairs to write first and last paragraphs of their report.
Swap with another pair to review and edit.

Thurs
Using example from page 51 Grammar For Writing, intro. children to diagrammatic forms of organising notes as a basis for writing paragraphs. Can children think of other diagrammatical/pictorial? (Comic strip type bubbles, flow charts, cyclical diagrams etc..). Link to topic currently being studied in class. ‘Vote’ as to which form we should use, then complete the diagram with relevant notes using a mixture of teacher demonstration and teacher scribing.



Working individually, children choose one diagrammatical ‘style’ to complete notes for EITHER the topic written about earlier in week OR another relevant topic, as modelled in whole class session.
Display and discuss the merits of one of each ‘type’ of diagrammatic form. How will this help in subsequent writing/organisation of writing?

Fri
Demonstrating how ‘box’ organisation can be used as a key to researching a topic: Having established a subject, purpose and audience for a particular piece of writing and defined the ‘titles’ for 3 boxes, question children: ‘what are the 3 most important things we want to know about…?(the first ‘title’). Paired discussion and teacher scribe 3 most appro. ideas. Repeat for next box. Paired discussion and supported composition to complete the 3 things we want to know about the 3rd box ‘title’. How could planning our writing like this then help with research? What advantages would there be to using this process?



Working in pairs give children a card with a subject/purpose/audience on it. Ask to ‘title’ the 3 boxes and then write 3 questions for each which will form the basis fro their research.
Feedback from 1 or 2 pairs. What was your subject/purpose/audience? How did you title boxes and why? What are your ‘key’ research questions? Do the others think these are relevant questions which will form good basis for research? Why/not?
