Monday


Shared reading of text. How does this compare with poems we read last week? Discuss elements of rhyme and how numbers are used to help to pattern this poem. Is this an action rhyme? Could it be made into one? How? Re-read poem as shared text.


PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: e/u in the medial position.

Croaker (Page 20)

Phoneme Frame (Page 22)
Guided Writing:

Edit and Improve verse written for poem on Friday.
Phonic activities:

Focus on e/u in medial position:

Differentiate according to ability:

Adding in correct medial vowel to read word and match to picture/Grouping objects/pictures with the same medial vowel sound/ investigate making alternative words by changing medial vowel sound (eg: ‘bun’ to ‘ben’) and recording all alternatives made.
Play ‘change my word’. Say a cvc word. Target children to change it by substituting the medial vowel sound for a different one (e/u).

Tuesday


PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: a/e/i/o/u in medial position.

Fans (page 28) (adapted to suit resources available).


Shared re-reading of y/days text. Display each line of poem on strip of paper as it is read, to form whole poem collated. Why is it easier to ‘see’ the rhyming pattern now?                                                             ®

Set context for writing: reception class are practising counting and want us to write a rhyme like this one to help them. Checklist: needs to have same number patterning, simple rhymes etc…Teacher demonstrate writing first line. Why do I need to think carefully about final word in each line? Brainstorm and list words which rhyme with final wd. in teacher’s line 1. Select and use one of these for teacher to demo. writing line 2. Re-read together.
Guided Writing:

As independent task, based on group targets.
Working in pairs/individually to write at least first 2 lines of own poem (support using differentiated writing frames).

Target pairs/individuals to read out first 2 lines. Do they ‘stick’ to the rules of our checklist? Could they been changed/improved in any way? How?

Wednesday


Re-read first 2 lines of shared poem written y/day. Use mix of paired talk/teacher demonstration and teacher scribing to write next lines. Stop to check against ‘checklist’/improve by editing at regular intervals.

Continue to work in pairs/individually on own number patterned poems.
Listen to selection of poems and evaluate success against original ‘checklist’ and context for the poem.

Thursday


Making the original poem into an action verse: how easy is this to do/ Re-read poem and use paired talk to discuss possible actions to match. Are they simple? Will they be a good ‘aid’ in helping young children to remember the poem when reciting it? Agree actions for each line and practice/rehearse.
PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: as Tuesday.

Cube game (page 30) (adapted to focus on all 5 medial vowel sounds).
Guided Writing:

Edit/Improve poems based on group targets.


Phonic focus:

Differentiate according to ability;

Provide each group with 1 medial vowel sound and range of consonant letter cards. How many words can you make (must make sense). The winner is the group which can make the most words using their medial vowel sound.
Which group is the challenge winner? How many words did they make? Did any group discover a ‘quick’ way of generating new words? (using rhyme/analogy etc..)?

Friday


PiPs activities:

Focus phonemes: as Tuesday/Thursday.

Silly Questions (page 31) 

PLUS: using whiteboards in pairs to write own ‘silly questions’ using range of cvc words.
Using examples of children’s poems completed on Wed. demonstrate how to edit and improve making close reference back to the original poem and it’s key features AS WELL AS the context for the children’s poems (suitability for aiding Reception class as a ‘number’ rhyme).
As Thursday.
EITHER: Children working individually/in pairs to edit/improve/add actions to match their own poems

OR: providing pairs/small groups with differentiated simple poems for them to add actions to.

(See text used last week ‘Action Rhymes’).
Feedback EITHER own poem with added actions OR present given poem with added actions. Evaluate success of actions in supporting the poem.
